All Commissioners voted affirmative.

DSS Director Dennis Pearson and Audrey Johnson met with the Commissioners regarding DSS personnel 
issues. Scott made the motion, seconded by Oswald, to go into Executive Session pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-

Scott made the motion, seconded by Oswald, to authorize DSS Director Dennis Pearson to hire the person he 
chose from applicants interviewed for the position of Eligibility Assistance Payment Technician. All 
Commissioners voted affirmative.
